Public Comment
Jen Bushta – Campbelltown Community Alliance:  The Campbelltown Community Alliance has found a 10-foot tree that would be planted at the Campbelltown Community Park. Bushta is looking to accept donations and wanted to know if the Township would be willing to accept the donations so contributors could claim a tax deduction.  The Township does not have non-profit status. The Board agreed to allow the roadcrew to pick up the tree and plant in the township park.  The logistics for pickup up and planting the tree will be worked out with Manager Seesholtz.

Township Officials Input:

Depression in Road on Forge and Duck Boxes – Chairwoman Bucks:  Chairwoman Bucks stated that the depression in the road on Forge Road is on the list for PennDOT to patch.  She also noted that she attended a Ducks Unlimited meeting.  They have duck boxes available. She asked the other supervisors is they would be interested in having some of the boxes donated to the Township.  The other Supervisors agreed they would be interested in placing them throughout the Township if they could be donated. 

Subdivision/SALDO Reviews:  
Carriage Park – Keystone Builders Modification to Stormwater: Bill Breigle of Keystone Builders submitted a stormwater plan to revise the stormwater easement located on lots 42, 43 and 44 in Carriage Park. Sushil Adhikari of 438 Bridle would like to ensure that the grade is sufficient and wanted to know what the plan was to connect the sump pump to the drain.  Justin Julius of 452 Bridle Avenue would like to see the drain be a closed system.  A motion by Bova second by Bucks to conditionally approve the Modification to the Stormwater plan located on lots 42-44 in Carriage park with the conditions that the developer submits an application with a newly submitted plan, Township Engineer review and agree to the plan submitted, and an agreement that the additional pipes will be maintained by the property owners and the township engineer will complete a final inspection. Custer abstained from vote.  Motion carried. 
3-2019 – Flight Path One, LLC - HR Weaver - Land Development Plan: Tax Parcel 31-2298726-350971, 2.503 acres. Developer proposes to build a 100’x145’ athletic court, Office/Flex Commercial Zone, Brandt Road/Landings Drive.  Stacy Longenecker of Light-Heigle spoke on behalf of his client. §3.05.G – Anti-seep Collar (Stormwater Ordinance):  Township Engineer Caldwell recommended the anti-seep collar be installed.  This waiver will be formally withdrawn in writing.  
§3.05.P – Separation Distance from Carbonate Geology Features (Stormwater Ordinance):  A motion to conditionally waive §3.05.P – Separation Distance from Carbonate Geology Features based on §3.17 - Detailed Field Investigation of Carbonate waiver conditions.  Motion carried.

NPDES – Close Out Documents (Campbelltown Park and Twp. Bldg.): A motion by Custer second by Bova to authorize Chairwoman Bucks to sign the NPDES permit documents required to close out the permits for the Campbelltown Park and the Township building.  Motion carried.
Special Event Request – Stick & Biscuits:   A motion by Custer second by Bova to approve the special event request for the Sticks & Biscuits 5K to take place on November 28, 2019.  Motion carried.
