 Public Comment:
Stephanie Fogg – Reported that CCA continues to work on the Beautification Projects with 7 entities confirming planters be placed on their properties.
Pat Krebs- Spoke about the American Rescue Plan and provided a handout to the Board of suggestions of how these funds could be spent. 
Jennifer Bushta – Provided an update on CCA’s Campbelltown sign initiative. Shared pictures of the proposed area where the signs could be located and continues to work with an attorney along with property owners drawing up easement documents. 
Mark Houser – Inquired about the status of the Lawn EMS/Ambulance Services.

Ron Bortner – Read a letter advocating for the Lawn EMS/Ambulance Services being retained and not outsourced to a third party. 

Approval of the Minutes:

A motion was made by Custer, seconded by Bucks to approve the March 9, 2021 Board of Supervisors – Meeting Minutes.  Motion carried.

The March 24, 2021 Workshop– Meeting was cancelled. 
A motion was made by Custer, seconded by Bova to approve the Bill and Payroll Lists from 06-2021 & 07-2021.  Motion carried.
Reports:
Manager’s Report- Eberly mentioned SLT was awarded a $1,000 grant from the Township’s health insurance provider to be used for the purchase of a picnic table and bicycle rack at the Municipal Building. A reminder the CCA Annual Community Clean-Up Event is scheduled for Saturday, April 17, 2021 beginning at 9:00AM at the Township Building (Rain date April 24). The spring street sweeping is scheduled to take place the week of April 19th and he reminded residents to obtain and renew their open burn permits required by ordinance. 
Zoning Report- Chlebnikow stated he continues to keep Thursday afternoon office hours at the Township Building to meet with residents and staff on Zoning topics. 
Solicitor’s Report – None. 
Other Reports-

Monthly reports were provided for the Police Department, Sewer Authority, Palmyra Library, Historical Commission, Palmyra Parks and Recreational Program, Campbelltown and the Lawn Fire Companies.  
Old Business:
Supervisors reviewed the discussions from the recent Workshop meeting involving the sidewalk deferment at the Flight Path Industrial Park.  Chlebnikow provided proposed specs for the crosswalk dimensions and coordinated with Weaver to stake out the sidewalk before Thursday for site review and once approved to move forward on the construction. The Board requested Eberly to draft and mail letters to the other property owners located within the Flight Path Industrial Park that their sidewalk deferments will remain in other areas of the Flight Path.
A motion was made by Custer, seconded by Bova to approve the 198 Hummingbird Road Kishel Subdivision waiver under Section 5.04C – Existing Features within 50 feet of the Bowman tract perimeter. Motion carried.

A motion was made by Custer, seconded by Bova to approve the 198 Hummingbird Road Kishel Subdivision Plan conditional to incorporating Rettew’s April 12, 2021 review letter recommendations. Motion carried.  
A motion was made by Custer, seconded by Bova to approve the letter of support for the AARP Community Grant submitted by CCA for matching funds for the Campbelltown Park initiatives. Motion carried.  
New Business:
A motion was made by Custer, seconded by Bova to approve the hire of John Dengler as a FT Police Officer effective, April 18, 2021 at an annual salary of $67,469, consistent with the current Collective Bargaining Agreement. Motion carried. 
A motion was made by Custer, seconded by Bova to approve the hire of Michelle Remlinger as the PT Police Administrative Assistant, effective April 19, 2021 at a rate of $15.00/hour. Motion carried. 
A motion was made by Custer, seconded by Bova to recommend Shawn Martin to fill the vacancy on the Historical Commission through December 31, 2022 term. Motion carried.
A motion was made by Custer, seconded by Bova to accept the low base and alternative bid #1 from Pennsy Supply in the amount of $406,360.56 for the 2021 Roadway Paving Project funded by the Highway Liquid Fuels Fund 35. Motion carried. 
A motion was made by Custer, seconded by Bova to accept the low bid contract #2 from Asphalt Maintenance Solutions, LLC in the amount of $114,805.30 for the 2021 Roadway Resurfacing Treatment Project funded by the Operating Reserves – Fund 95. Motion carried. 
Sarah Rogers, Darlene Carangelo, Steve Culver, and Jane Popko provided input to the Board of Supervisors regarding their opposition of the proposed Verizon Cell Tower. 
A motion was made by Bova, seconded by Custer to have Armstrong attend the upcoming Zoning Hearing Board meeting for the proposed Verizon Cell Tower and oppose the requested variances based on the information the Board of Supervisors have at this time.  Motion carried.
Good and Welfare:    Jim Hess mentioned the Lawn Fire Company was funding raising through the sale of ‘Support our Firefighters’ signs. 
Adjournment – There being no more business to discuss, a motion by Custer, second by Bova to adjourn the meeting at 8:25 PM.  Motion carried.
