Note: Due to the Disaster Emergency declared by the Governor and in consideration of the health and safety of Township residents to practice social distancing, this Board of Supervisors meeting is being held via the ZOOM virtual meeting platform along with allowing telephone connection by cell phone, computer, and/or landline for public access.  
Public Comment:
Pat Krebs – The Lebanon Valley Bicycle Coalition (LVBC) members cleaned up the roadsides of a section of Lawn and Gingrich Roads in March before social distancing rules were enacted.  LVBC members have noticed an increase in bicycling but have noticed the lack of safety for some by not using helmets, biking on the wrong side of the road and/or not stopping to safely cross streets.  It was recommended for individuals to view the bicycling safety video on the SLT website.  
Approval of the Minutes:
A motion was made by Custer, seconded by Bova to approve the March 10, 2020 Board of Supervisors – Meeting Minutes.  Motion carried.

The March 25, 2020 Board of Supervisors – Workshop Meeting was cancelled. 

A motion was made by Custer, seconded by Bova to approve the Bill and Payroll Lists from 06-2020 and 07-2020.  Motion carried.
Reports:
Manager’s Report-   Eberly thanked the Board, staff, staff’s families, and SLT residents for their continued support and dedication during this unique event.  He reminded everyone the Township’s parks and trails remain open, but everyone should practice social distancing. He will be meeting with the Campbelltown Fire Company to discuss the riparian tree planting buffer expansion at their upcoming May meeting.  
Zoning Report- Rettew continues to work with the office staff to address all zoning issues.  
Solicitor’s Report – None
Other Reports-
Monthly reports were provided for the Police Department and the Lawn Fire Company.  No reports were provided from the Palmyra Library, Campbelltown Fire Company, EMS, or the Authority due to meetings being cancelled as a result of the COVID-19 virus. 
Special Orders:
Bova reminded everyone to practice social distancing.
New Business:
A motion was made by Custer, seconded by Bova to approve Resolution 10-2020: Extending the Discount Period, Net and Penalty on Tax Bills.  Motion carried.

Bucks reviewed the South Londonderry Township Pollutant Reduction Plan provided by Kara Kalupson, Rettew which focused on submitting a grant for the Killinger Creek streambank restoration project. 

The skid loader purchase agenda item was removed from the agenda per Eberly’s request as the Township was re-evaluating their capital needs for 2020.
A motion was made by Bucks, seconded by Custer to have Armstrong negotiate an easement, including any ground repair, post security and explore compensation for the proposed utility line to be installed on the land off Barnwell by UGI. Bova abstained from this vote due to a potential conflict of interest. Motion carried. 

A motion was made by Custer, seconded by Bova to approve the $.50/hour pay increase for Eileen Kaplan – PT Police Admin with her successful completion of her probationary period. Motion carried.

A motion was made by Custer, seconded by Bova to accept the resignation of Jessica Herberg – PT Police Admin.  Motion carried.

Old Business: 
The Board of Supervisors reviewed the Expanded Campbelltown Riparian Planting plan and Eberly mentioned he is planning on meeting with the Campbelltown Fire Company to obtain approval of the expansion onto the Fire Companies grounds. 
A motion was made by Custer, seconded by Bova to approve the advertisement of the Defined Contribution Non-Uniform Pension Plan Ordinance Hearing.  Motion carried.
Bova suggested the upcoming Workshop meeting scheduled for April 29, 2020 be canceled and all other Supervisors agreed, so the next Board of Supervisors meeting will be May 12, 2020.

Adjournment – There being no more business to discuss, a motion by Custer second by Bova to adjourn the meeting at 7:42PM.  Motion carried.
