 Public Comment:
Jane Popko inquired about the wording of the minutes from the July 29, 2020 Workshop minutes as well as the Campbelltown Park.
Pat Krebs alerted the Board that the Greater Hershey Regional Transportation Study timeframe for accepting public feedback has been extended until September 8, 2020.  

Approval of the Minutes:
A motion was made by Custer, seconded by Bova to approve the July 14, 2020 Board of Supervisors – Meeting Minutes.  Motion carried.

A motion was made by Custer, seconded by Bova to approve the July 29, 2020 Workshop– Meeting Minutes.  Motion carried.

A motion was made by Custer, seconded by Bova to approve the Bill and Payroll Lists from 14-2020 and 15-2020.  Motion carried.
Reports:
Manager’s Report- Eberly reported that the Palmyra Borough teamed with the Township to street clean last week.  He also thanked the Highway team for their efforts cleaning up the aftermath from the Mt. Gretna flooding.  A thank you note was read from Scott Deibler on behalf of the family for the use of the Lawn Park for the Phil Rothermel memorial service.
Zoning Report- Chlebnikow continues to work with staff to review and get permits turned around in a timely fashion. He is addressing the topic of a short-term rental and working with cell tower companies. 
Solicitor’s Report – None
Other Reports-

Monthly reports were provided for the Police Department, Sewer Authority, Palmyra Library, Palmyra Parks and Recreational Program, Campbelltown and the Lawn Fire Companies.  
Special Orders:
The Board of Supervisors recognized Dr. Rugh Henderson with a special proclamation for all his service to the community and for his recent efforts on the Planning and Historical Commission over the last 30 years. 
New Business:
A motion was made by Custer, seconded by Bucks to approve the relief for a fence to be installed in the stormwater easement at 179 Woodlawn Avenue.  Motion carried.
A motion was made by Custer, seconded by Bucks to approve the street light refunds for the 33 properties located in Windemere erroneously billed/paid.  Motion carried.

The Lot Addition Plan for Jacob & Brandt, Lights Realty, LP and Daryl Alger was briefly reviewed by Alex Kinsey, Engineer.  This plan was previously approved at last month’s Planning Commission meeting.  
A motion was made by Custer, seconded by Bucks to approve the deferment of the Streets and Roads – Section 4.06.1 request.  Bova dissented.  Motion carried. 

A motion was made by Bova, seconded by Custer to approve the waiver of the Landscaping Plan – Section 5.03.E.8 request. Motion carried. 

A motion was made by Custer, seconded by Bova to approve the Lot Addition Plan for Jacob & Brandt, Lights Realty and Daryl Alger. Motion carried. 

A motion was made by Custer, seconded by Bova to nominate Bret Haldeman for the vacant position on the Planning Commission through the remainder of the term expiring December 31, 2021.  Motion carried.  

The Township is still seeking individuals interested in serving on the Historical Commission. A motion was made by Bucks, seconded by Custer to table this topic until a resident provides a letter of interest. Motion carried.
A motion was made by Custer, seconded by Bova to accept the resignation/retirement of Sherry Peebles effective immediately after serving for 30 years in the Police Department.  Motion carried.
A motion was made by Custer, seconded by Bova to initiate the advertisement for a part-time receptionist in the Police Department. Motion carried.

A motion was made by Custer, seconded by Bova to accept the low quote of $10,545.00 from Greg Leiby Seal Coating for the Campbelltown Fire Company parking lot.  Motion carried.

A motion was made by Custer, seconded by Bova to fund the remaining $4,330.50 balance for the recently constructed fence surrounding the Campbelltown Fire Company training materials/equipment from the Township donated $60,000 expense line. Motion carried.

A motion was made by Custer, seconded by Bova to approve the advertisement of the 2000 Mack Dump Truck and salt spreader sale through Municibid.  Motion carried.

A motion was made by Custer, seconded by Bova to approve the annual contract quote submitted by G.R. Sponaugle for the controls maintenance agreement associated with the Township Building’s HVAC system in the amount of $3,688.00, with Eberly to inquire about the removal of the indemnification clause.  Motion carried.
Old Business: 
A brief overview of a proposed Eagle Scout project for new benches in the Campbelltown Park was presented by Michael Adams.  A motion was made by Custer, seconded by Bova to approve this Eagle Scout project. Motion carried.

Chad Weaver, In the Net requested relief to have the ‘Dome’ not to be taken down as originally agreed to in 2020 due to the temporarily erected through 2020 due to COVID-19 issues.  This request was approved by the Zoning Hearing Board last month.  A motion was made by Custer, seconded by Bova to approve this temporary extension to not take the In The Net ‘Dome’ down for 2020. Motion carried.

A motion was made by Custer, seconded by Bova to approve the letter to have the Municipal Authority explore taking over the infrastructure and administration of the Mt. Gretna sewer system/fund.  Motion carried.
