August 10, 2021
Opening Ceremonies and Introduction- The meeting was called to order at 7:00PM by Chairwoman Bucks followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.

Dot Ague recorded the meeting for her own personal purposes.

Public Hearing:
Bucks opened the hearing at 7:01PM.

Armstrong provided an overview that the purpose of the Hearing was to review public comment on the proposed Ordinance No. 221 on decreasing the speed limit from 35 MPH to 25 MPH for safety purposes. This ordinance was available at the Township Office for viewing and advertised in the Lebanon Daily News pursuant to the Second-Class Township Code for public hearing. 

The floor was opened to the Board of Supervisors for comments with no comment from the Board and no public comment was submitted to the Township prior to the meeting.

With no comments or questions, Bucks closed the hearing at 7:02PM. 

A motion was made by Custer, seconded by Bova to approve Ordinance 221 – Speed limit on Drescher Road. Motion carried.

 Public Comment:
Pat Krebs – Commented about the need for a walking/biking path on Hinkle Road for a connection to the Flight Path Park. Emails were sent to the Board about the past history and various opportunities to pursue for funding the Campbelltown Park enhancements including resident input.
Connie Brossman – Inquired to the Board about the status of the Employee Handbook updates.  She also inquired about fireworks being set off at the Lawn Park and inquired about the funding for Lawn Fire Truck purchase from earlier in 2021.  
Special Orders:

A motion was made by Custer, seconded by Bova to initiate the promotion of Officer Scott Firestone to Sergeant, effective August 10, 2021 and conditional to the acceptance of the offer and successful completion of the 90-day probationary period.  Motion carried.

Chief Reigle provided a few congratulatory words and presented Firestone with the Sergeant badge.

Approval of the Minutes:  A motion was made by Custer, seconded by Bova to approve the July 13, 2021 Board of Supervisors – Meeting Minutes.  Motion carried.
A motion was made by Custer, seconded by Bova to approve the July 28, 2021 Workshop – Meeting Minutes. Motion carried.

A motion was made by Custer, seconded by Bova to approve the Bill and Payroll Lists from 14-2021 & 15-2021.  Motion carried.

Reports:
Manager’s Report- Eberly recognized Officer Mack and Sergeant Cassel for their leadership and efforts assisting with the recent National Night Out event. The Campbelltown Community Alliance has scheduled another Community Clean-up Day for September 18 (Rain date September 25) from 9:00-12:00 at the Township Building.  The Mt. Gretna Artsfest is scheduled for August 20-21. Urban Engineers are in communication with the Township for the Stormwater Drainage Plan associated with the upcoming Lingle Road project. 
Zoning Report- Chlebnikow continues to have on site office hours and work with staff on Zoning topics. A letter will be sent out regarding the recent Zoning Hearing Decision for Short Term Rentals to discontinue at 11 Stafford Drive. He commented of communication with Verizon representatives concerning alternate site locations inquiry, since they withdrew the 777 Lingle Road Cell Tower variance request.  
Chris Hoffman questioned if Verizon could still request a variance for a Cell Tower to be erected at the 777 Lingle Road location.  Specific details of the Municipal Authority and Verizon contract was not available, but it is believed Verizon could reapply for a variance if other locations are not more favorable within a certain time period.
Solicitor’s Report – Armstrong noted the Board would be going into Executive Session to discuss a legal/personnel matter after the Board meeting.
Other Reports-

Monthly reports were provided for the Police Department, Sewer Authority, Palmyra Library, Historical Commission, Palmyra Parks and Recreational Program, First Aid & Safety Patrol, Campbelltown and the Lawn Fire Companies. 
Old Business:
 A motion was made by Custer, seconded by Bova to approve the reduction of financial security for 237 Lawn Road down to $11,570.00 pursuant to the Rettew dated August 3, 2021 Engineering review letter.  Motion carried. 
A motion was made by Custer, seconded by Bova to reinstate charging interest and penalties on late payments of the Mt. Gretna Sewer 3rd quarter bills, which had previously been waived due to COVID -19.  Motion carried.

A motion was made by Custer, seconded by Bova to approve the Campbelltown sign easements at 2499 Horseshoe Pike and 449 Royal Road.  Motion carried.

New Business:

Members of the Pennsylvania Chautauqua Foundation/Association submitted a Subdivision Plan to South Londonderry Township for the property located in Mt. Gretna and known as Soldier’s Field.  The Pennsylvania Chautauqua Association currently owns this property, but due to the Foundation recent submissions for grants, it requires them to seek transfer of ownership to the Foundation.  Informational discussion was held to review the proposed subdivision plans and proposed waivers.

A motion was made by Custer, seconded by Bova to recommend approval of the Subdivision and Non-Building Plans for the Chautauqua Mt. Gretna property, conditional to the August 4, 2021 recommendations in the Rettew engineering letter.  Motion carried. 
A motion was made by Custer, seconded by Bova to recommend approval of the requested waivers outlined on the July 8, 2021 letter submitted by Bob Gearhart associated for the Chautauqua Mt. Gretna property. Motion carried.
A motion was made by Custer, seconded by Bucks to appoint John Vanderhoef to serve out the remaining term on the Municipal Authority through December 31, 2023.  Bova voted against the motion. Motion carried.

A motion was made by Custer, seconded by Bova to approve the $0.50/hour pay increase for Blanca Seigel, PT Police Admin with her successful completion of her probationary period. Motion carried.

A motion was made by Custer, seconded by Bova to approve Resolution 15-2021 Disposal of Records per the Pennsylvania Municipal Record Manual. Motion carried.

Discussion was held regarding the Fire Board related to Members at Large and their corresponding term length and limits. It was recommended the Solicitor and Manager review the existing Fire Board Bylaws for suggested updates to incorporate two year alternating terms for these Members at Large.
Eberly provided an update of the Rettew recommendations to address the above ground sewer lines located on the Gene Otto property on the west side of the Mt. Gretna Lake which need repair, replacement, and/or relocation.  Mr. Otto has been alerted of this initiative and easement changes might need modified.  Eberly requested that Rettew develop a bid document in anticipation of the work required for this section of sewer line. 
A motion was made by Custer, seconded by Bova to authorize Rettew to develop the necessary bid specs for the recommended replacement of the over ground Mt. Gretna sewer line and Armstrong and Eberly to coordinate the necessary easements with Gene Otto. Motion carried.

Good and Welfare - Bucks noted the Board would be going into Executive Session to discuss personnel and legal matters after the meeting.
Adjournment – There being no more business to discuss, a motion by Custer, second by Bova to adjourn the meeting at 8:09 PM.  Motion carried.
