· Hearing: Ordinance Amendment (3) Township Non-Uniform Employee’s Pension Plan – Solicitor Armstrong opened the hearing at 7:16pm: This hearing is about Amendment #3 – South Londonderry Township Non-Uniform Pension Plan. There are 2 proposed revisions: 1) definitions of earnings – how the Township has been considering that definition. 2) New: an employee who is hired before January 1, 2020, shall first become an active participant on the earliest date on which he/she is an Eligible Employee will participate in the defined contribution pension plan. Any employee hired after January 1, 2020 will not participate in this Plan, but will participate instead in a defined contribution pension plan to be established by the Employer for the benefit of such individuals.  To proceed with approval of Ordinance #219, it has been advertised pursuant to the 2nd class Township Code.  Solicitor Armstrong opened the hearing up to the Board for questions which there were none.  Then to the public for questions and there were none.  He then closed the hearing at 7:18pm.
· 2020 Budget Approval – Chairwoman Bucks read over the changes to the budget.  A motion by Custer second by Bova to approve the 2020 Budget with the changes presented.  Motion carried.
· Resolution 14-2019: Street Light Assessment for 2020 – A motion by Custer second by Bova to approve Resolution 14-2019.  Motion carried.
· Resolution 15-2019: Tax Resolution for 2020 – A motion by Custer second by Bova to approve Resolution 15-2019, keeping the real estate rate at 1.33 mills.  Motion carried.
· Resolution #16-2019: Fee Schedule for 2020: A motion by Custer second by Bova to approve Resolution #16-2019.  Motion carried.
New Business

· New Hire Police Secretary – A motion by Custer and second by Bova to hire Eileen Kaplan at $15.00 per hour, and a review after 3 months.  Motion carried.
· 2020 Tour de Gretna – Ed Neidigh and Bill Gentile gave a presentation.  The dates for the bike race would be May 9th and 10th, 2020.  A vote was tabled until they can hold a meeting with Chief Reigle and other agencies that will be helping.
· Lawn Box Card Approval – Jim Hess said these cards are just adding fire station 38.  A motion by Bova second by Custer to approve the box cards.  Motion carried.
· Mike Adams – Eagle Scout Project Proposal – Mike explained he would like to do a rain garden at the playground behind the Municipal Building, to educate the public.  Jim Caldwell from Rettew offered the services of Rettew to Mike. A motion by Custer second by Bova giving Mike permission to proceed with finding a spot to put the garden.  Motion carried.
· Flight Path Street Lights – Bucks moved to table this issue until we have a total refund.  Second by Custer.

· South Londonderry Township Police EMR MOU:  This South Londonderry Township Police EMR Memorandum of Understanding was reviewed by Solicitor Armstrong and forwarded to the Police Chief for review.  A motion by Custer second by Bova to approve the SLT Police EMR MOU.  Motion carried.
· Fire Study Update – Tabled
· Interim Manager Compensation – A motion by Custer second by Bova to pay Scott Galbraith, $300 a pay while in the interim manager position.  Motion carried.
