 Public Comment:
Jane Popko – Reported on her research regarding the Recreational Fees and inquired about the Board considering having the current auditors performing an audit of this fund.  
Pat Stilley – Raised concerns about the crosswalk safety specifically across 322 at Market Street considering the recent Rettew SLT Crosswalk Study and the Boards earmarking funds for Crosswalks in the 2022 Proposed Budget.
Special Orders:  John Brieve was recognized by the Lebanon County Department of Emergency Services for receiving the PEMA Professional Certification, which is he is the only local Emergency Management Coordinator in the county to receive this highest level of PEMA certification.
Approval of the Minutes:  A motion was made by Custer, seconded by Bucks to approve the November 9, 2021 Board of Supervisors – Meeting Minutes.  Motion carried.
The November 24, 2021 Workshop Meeting was cancelled.
A motion was made by Custer, seconded by Bova to approve the Bill and Payroll Lists from 22-2021 & 23-2021.  Motion carried.
Reports:
Manager’s Report- Eberly thanked all involved over the Thanksgiving Holiday with the Sticks and Biscuit 5K Run, the Campbelltown Tree Lighting Event, and the Campbelltown New Sign Ribbon Cutting event. Sgt. Gerry Cassel was also recognized for spearheading the “Fill the Cruiser “initiative.  Residents may drop off Christmas trees at the designated area at the Township Building and at the Lawn Fire Company for disposal through January 16, 2022. A brief overview was provided of the monthly Right to Know requests received and responded to during the past month. 
Zoning Report- Chairwoman Bucks mentioned Chlebnikow continues to assist on zoning topics and has office hours on Thursday afternoon each week.
Solicitor’s Report – No report, but a brief Executive Session would be held to discuss personnel and legal issues after the Board meeting adjourned.

Monthly reports were provided for the Police Department, Sewer Authority, Palmyra Library, Historical Commission, Palmyra Parks and Recreational Program, First Aid & Safety Patrol, Campbelltown and the Lawn Fire Companies. 
Old Business:
A motion was made by Custer, seconded by Bova to approve the 2022 proposed budget.  Motion carried.

A motion was made by Custer, seconded by Bova to approve the reduction in security for 237 Lawn Road to zero as detailed in Rettew’s December 10, 2021 review letter.  Motion carried. 

New Business:

A motion was made by Custer, seconded by Bova to recommend approval of Resolution 16-2021 – Street Light Assessment for 2022. Motion carried.

A motion was made by Custer, seconded by Bova to recommend approval of Resolution 17-2021 – Fee Schedule for 2022. Motion carried.

A motion was made by Custer, seconded by Bova to recommend approval of Resolution 18-2021 – Tax Schedule for 2022. Motion carried. 

A motion was made by Custer, seconded by Bova to recommend the hiring of Richie Deibert effective January 3, 2022 for the Assistant Manager position with an annual salary of $65,000.00 and upon successful completion of his 6 month probation period a $5,000.00 increase.  Motion carried.
A motion was made by Custer, seconded by Bova to recommend the promotion of Sam Blauch to Wastewater Superintendent of the Municipal Authority effective January 3, 2022 with a salary of $72,500.00 and a successful completion of a 6 month probationary period. Motion carried.

Jane Popko suggested the Board consider adding the topic of “ Use of MS4 Funds to Address Campbelltown Flooding Issues” to the next Board of Supervisors agenda for discussion.
