Jane Popko inquired about livestreaming the Township meetings and the Board members mentioned they have no desire to pursue this request.  She also inquired about bank balances and Chairwoman Bucks instructed a Right-to-Know request be submitted to satisfy her inquiry. 
Approval of the Minutes:

A motion was made by Custer, seconded by Bova to approve the January 3, 2022 Reorganization Meeting Minutes.  Motion carried.

A motion was made by Custer, seconded by Bova to approve the January 3, 2022 Board of Supervisors – Meeting Minutes.  Motion carried.

A motion was made by Custer, seconded by Bova to approve the Bill and Payroll Lists from 01, 02, 03-2022.  Motion carried.
Reports:
Manager’s Report- Eberly introduced Richie Deibert as the newly hired Assistant Manager of the Township.  He also thanked the Public Works and contractors for their recent efforts in salting and plowing during the storm events. CCA has scheduled their annual Spring Clean-up Day for April 23, 2022. Eberly reported on the monthly Right to Know requests/appeals requested since the last Board meeting.  
Zoning Report- Chlebnikow reported he continues to hold office hours on Thursday afternoons to assist on Zoning inquiries and also work with Deibert in his transition in his Assistant Manager role. 
Solicitor’s Report – None. 
Other Reports-

Monthly reports were provided for the Police Department, Sewer Authority, Palmyra Library, Historical Commission, Palmyra Parks and Recreational Program, First Aid & Safety Patrol, Campbelltown and the Lawn Fire Companies.  
Old Business:   
A motion was made by Custer, seconded by Bova to approve the wording on the Hinkle Road RV Storage Facility land development plan from lease line to subdivision wording on the revised plan and conditional to the original 15 page plan recorded at the County to reflect the revisions.  Motion carried.
A motion was made by Bova, seconded by Bucks to approve moving forward on the Northside Crossing Zoning Amendment.  Custer voted against the motion. Motion carried 2-1.
A motion was made by Custer, seconded by Bova to approve the advertisement for the vacant Police Officer position.  Motion carried.

A motion was made by Custer, seconded by Bova to authorize Solicitor Armstrong to initiate the necessary easement documents associated with the properties involved in the Mt. Gretna Above Ground Sewer Line replacement project.  Motion carried.
New Business:
A motion was made by Custer, seconded by Bova to approve the request to exempt 50 Mockingbird Lane from obtaining a Stormwater Management Plan with the understanding, if a stormwater issue exists in the future the property owner is responsible for rectifying the issue.  Motion carried.
A motion was made by Custer, seconded by Bova to approve the 198 Hummingbird Way – Kishel Subdivision and Land Development Waiver request. Motion carried.
A motion was made by Custer, seconded by Bova to approve the 198 Hummingbird Way plan conditional to incorporating Rettew’s February 2, 2022 review letter.  Motion carried.
A motion was made by Custer, seconded by Bova to authorize Solicitor Armstrong to review and make suggestions to the proposed Police Department Body Camera Policy.   Motion carried.

A motion was made by Custer, seconded by Bova to authorize the Manager or Police Chief to initiate the purchase of a new Police Vehicle based on the approved Co-stars quotes totaling $53,199.78, which was budgeted in the 2022 budget.  Motion carried.
A motion was made by Custer, seconded by Bova to authorize the Manager or Assistant Manager to initiate the purchase of a new F-550 truck for the Highway Department based on the approved Co-stars quotes totaling $118,257.00, which was budgeted in the 2022 budget.  Motion carried.

A motion was made by Custer, seconded by Bova to approve the Special Event of a Car Show at the Campbelltown Fire Company on April 23, 2022.  Motion carried.
A motion was made by Custer, seconded by Bova to accept the lowest base with Alternate Bid #2 by H & K Group, Inc. of $335,339.00, which $229,000 will be funded by Highway Liquid Fuels and the remainder from the Operating Reserve Fund 95.  Motion carried.
A motion was made by Custer seconded by Bova to approve the resignation of Shawn Martin from serving on the Historical Commission. Motion carried.
