 Public Comment:
Jane Popko inquired about the 2022 Budgets being on the Township website. Eberly confirmed the 2022 Budgets approved at the December 14, 2021 Board of Supervisors meeting were on the website. 
David Kendall inquired about the research the Board directed Manager Eberly to do about yard waste, leaves, etc. disposal for the residents.  Eberly reported he checked with North Londonderry, North Cornwall, and Derry Township about allowing SLT residents to utilize these yard waste facilities, but each entity commented they are at capacity and were not accepting non-resident yard waste. Lebanon County Refuse Authority was accepting yard waste based on their fee schedule. 
Karla Trout representing Campbelltown Community Alliance (CCA) announced they had submitted a Marcellus Shale Grant Application for $25,000 for the playground equipment at the Campbelltown Park. CCA has raised over $14,500 which is intended to be used as the matching funds for the previously awarded 2014 and 2015 Marcellus Shale grants intended for the Campbelltown Park pavilion.  With the raw material prices increasing, future discussions will be held on whether the Board wishes to consider redistributing funding for these grants to the playground equipment rather than the pavilion. This topic will be on a future Workshop agenda.

The Township has also been notified they have secured a $260,000 grant from the State’s Growing Greener Grant initiative to dovetail with the previously awarded $200,000 National Fish and Wildlife Foundation awarded grant for the MS4 Killinger Creek streambank buffer and restoration initiative.
