Opening Ceremonies and Introduction- The meeting was called to order at 7:00PM by Vice Chairman Custer followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.

Public Hearing – Flood Plain Management Regulations:
Custer opened the hearing at 7:01PM.
The purpose of the Hearing which was turned over to Patrick Armstrong is to receive public comment on the proposed Ordinance relating to the Revised Flood Plain for South Londonderry Township.  This proposed ordinance was available at the township Office for viewing and advertised in the Lebanon Daily News pursuant to the Second-Class Township Code for public hearing.
Mr. Armstrong opened the floor up to the Board of Supervisors for comment, no comment from the Board and no public comment was submitted to the Township prior to the meeting. 

With no comments or questions, Custer closed the hearing at 7:02PM.

Custer reopened the Board of Supervisors meeting at 7:02PM.
A motion was made by Bova, seconded by Custer to approve Ordinance 220 – Flood Plain Ordinance.  Motion carried.

Public Comment:
Jane Popko- Requested an update on the status of the Campbelltown Park riparian buffer tree planting.  Eberly explained phase II has begun and the smaller trees in plastic cylinders will be planted along the creek later in the week or the following week depending on the weather. She also mentioned she has obtained a copy of the deed from back in 2011 for the purchase of the Campbelltown Park property, but it indicated the cost was for $1.00.  She inquired that she thought it was purchased for a greater price and through a grant per her research of the past South Londonderry Township minutes.  Custer recommended additional questions on this subject be directed to the office staff. 
Approval of the Minutes:
A motion was made by Bova, seconded by Custer to approve the May 12, 2020 Board of Supervisors – Meeting Minutes.  Motion carried.

The May 27, 2020 Board of Supervisors – Workshop Meeting was cancelled. 

A motion was made by Bova, seconded by Custer to approve the Bill and Payroll Lists from 10-2020 and 11-2020.  Motion carried.
Reports:
Manager’s Report-   The Highway Department completed crack sealing the streets in Londonderry Village and South Thistledown. They have also begun ‘gutter cutter along Hinkle Road and will continue to work on road shoulders. Phase II of the Campbelltown Riparian Buffer planting has begun.  Streetlights along Taxiway Road and Landings Drive within the Flight Path venue are operational.

Solicitor’s Report – Armstrong mentioned after the meeting, the Board would be going into executive session to discuss a personnel matter.
Other Reports-
Monthly reports were provided for the Police Department, Sewer Authority, Palmyra Library, Palmyra Parks and Recreational Program, Campbelltown and the Lawn Fire Companies.  
Special Orders:
Chief Reigle recognized the Michael H. Wise, II Foundation for the recently donated AED and storage cabinet which is mounted on the wall to the entrance of the Township Building. Karen Wise provided a brief overview of the Foundation and their mission. 
New Business:
A motion was made by Bova, seconded by Custer to approve the Police Association Memo of Understanding. Motion carried.

A motion was made by Bova, seconded by Custer to approve the Mt. Gretna Special Event Application for a Drive-In Movie scheduled for July 10, 2020 at 8:30PM at Shay and Soldier Field.  Motion carried. 
A motion was made by Bova, seconded by Custer to initiate a joint engineer review with the Municipal Authority on the Mt. Gretna Sewer Infrastructure. Motion carried.

Discussion was held on the assignment of a Supervisor to participate on a joint search committee with the Municipal Authority for a replacement of the pending retirement of Scott Galbraith. This topic was requested to be added to the Workshop meeting when all Supervisors are present. 
Old Business: 
A motion was made by Bova, seconded by Custer to approve the transition from Principal to Voya to oversee/manage the investments of the Employee Paid 457 Pension Plan. Motion carried.
A motion was made by Bova, seconded by Custer to ratify the approval of the revised specifications associated with the Lyndel Development. Motion carried.
Eberly shared the 2021 Budget Development Schedule and will be placing it on the website.
A Mount Gretna sewer bill increase was discussed, but no action was taken.
